
Holland Hall Dress Code Requirements

It is expected that Holland Hall students will be neat, clean and appropriate in their dress on campus or when 
participating in a school function off campus. This includes shirts tucked in, shoes tied, and all dress code requirements 
adhered to. In addition, the following are not permitted at Holland Hall: visible tattoos; body piercing, other than ears; or 
non-recognizable human hair color. Hats are not permitted to be worn in any building on campus.

ARTICLE EPK — GRADE 3

Shirts 	» White short- or long-sleeved polo-style shirt with red, embroidered Holland Hall H-mark logo.
	» White blouse with navy piping (short- or long-sleeved) can be worn with the jumper ONLY.
	» Available through C&J School Uniforms, Lands’ End, or Tommy Hilfiger Uniforms.
	» Plain white polo-style shirts with no brand logos may be embroidered using a Holland Hall-approved vendor listed in this 
document.

Jumpers, 
Skirts, and 
Skorts

	» Plaid jumper, skort, or skirt (with modesty shorts) on the Holland Hall-approved list through C&J School Uniforms, Lands’ 
End, or Tommy Hilfiger Uniforms.
	» Solid black or navy leggings or tights are permitted under jumpers, skirts, and skorts.
	» Any shorts worn under uniform bottoms must not show.
	» No sweatpants may be worn under uniform bottoms.

Pants and 
Shorts

	» Navy dress pants
	» Walking shorts in navy.
	» Solid black or navy leggings or tights are permitted under shorts.

Sweatshirts 
and Outerwear

	» A Holland Hall crewneck sweatshirt, quarter-zip, or full-zip in navy, black, or heathered gray with only the official Holland 
Hall H-mark logo on the left chest may be worn over a uniform shirt. These items must be purchased through Holland Hall, 
Lands’ End, C&J School Uniforms, Tommy Hilfiger Uniforms or another source that has received permission from the 
Communications Department to use the official logo. No hoodies permitted.
	» Navy or black sweaters or cardigans with Holland Hall H-mark logo, sold from the above sources.
	» Non-Holland Hall coats may be worn when outdoors.

Outerwear 
Ink and 
Embroidery

	» Only black, white, cardinal red or dark gray ink or embroidered H-mark logo may be used on outerwear.

Dutch Days 	» Any Holland Hall tops sold or received through Holland Hall in any color may be worn with regular Uniform Bottoms.
	» Spiritwear purchased from outside vendors is not allowed.

Gym and P.E. 	» Navy shorts must be worn under jumpers.

Socks and 
Tights

	» Solid-colored socks are required. Solid black or navy tights or leggings may be worn under the uniform.

Shoes 	» Any good sturdy, low-heeled athletic shoe must be worn.
	» EPK and PreK students should avoid tie shoes.
	» Not Permitted – Shoes with blinking lights, sandals, open-toe shoes, or shoes above the ankle height.

Accessories 	» Bows or flat headbands in solid color, or Holland Hall uniform pattern only. No jewelry except for simple watches or stud 
earrings. No smart watches.

ARTICLE GRADES 4-8

Shirts 	» Navy short-sleeved collared polo-style shirts with embroidered Holland Hall current H-mark logo in white on left chest 
through C & J School Uniforms, Lands’ End, Tommy Hilfiger Uniforms, or purchased and embroidered with an approved vendor.
	» Plain white T-shirts or white long-sleeve T-shirts may be worn under the navy uniform shirt.

Skirts and 
Skorts

	» Plaid, khaki, or navy skirt or skort on the Holland Hall-approved list through C&J School Uniforms, Lands’ End, or Tommy 
Hilfiger Uniforms.
	» Solid black or navy leggings or tights are permitted under skirts and skorts.
	» No sweatpants may be worn under uniform bottoms.
	» Solid black or navy leggings or tights are permitted under shorts.

Pants and 
Shorts

	» Khaki or navy pants
	» Any shorts worn under uniform bottoms must not show.

Sweaters, 
Sweatshirts, 
and Outerwear

	» Holland Hall crewneck sweatshirt, quarter-zip or full-zip in solid navy, black, or heathered gray — with only the official Holland 
Hall logo only (optional Adidas logo allowed because of athletic affiliation) on the left chest and sold through Holland Hall, 
Lands’ End, C&J School Uniforms, Tommy Hilfiger Uniforms or a source that has requested permission to use the official logo 
from the Communication Department may be worn over a uniform shirt. No hoodies are permitted.
	» Non Holland Hall coats may be worn when outdoors.

Outerwear 
Ink and 
Embroidery

	» Only black, white, cardinal red or dark gray ink or embroidered H-mark logo may be used on outerwear.

Dutch Day 	» Any Holland Hall tops sold or received through Holland Hall in any color may be worn with regular Uniform Bottoms. 
Spiritwear purchased from outside vendors is not allowed.

P.E. and 
Athletics

	» Grades 4-5 Students do not change clothing for P.E.
	» Grade 6 Any Holland Hall T-shirts and any black shorts.
	» Grades 7-8 Practice clothing is determined by individual coaches.

Socks and  
Tights

	» Socks are required.
	» Solid black or navy leggings or tights are permitted under shorts, skirts, skorts.

Shoes 	» Athletic shoes are required

Accessories 	» No smart watches or airpods.
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Upper School | 2025-26

ARTICLE GRADES 9-12

Shirts 	» Button-down collared dress shirt (short or long sleeve), white or any solid pastel color with no visible logos. Ties are required for 
boys, optional for girls.

Skirts and 
Skorts

	» Plaid, navy or khaki pleated skirts or skorts, purchased from C&J School Uniforms, Lands’ End, or Tommy Hilfiger Uniforms.
	» Only Holland Hall-approved skirts may be worn.

Pants 	» Khaki or navy dress pants.
	» Belts are required.

Sweaters, 
Sweatshirts, 
and Outerwear

	» Holland Hall crewneck sweatshirt, quarter-zip or full-zip in solid navy, black, white, or heathered gray with no visible logos 
except Holland Hall’s (optional Adidas logo allowed because of athletic affiliation).
	» Outerwear must be provided by or bought from the Dutch Zone, the Athletics Department, a school organization or club, one of 
our official uniform vendors — Lands’ End, C&J School Uniforms, Tommy Hilfiger Uniforms — or a source that has requested 
permission to use the official logo from the Communication Department.
	» Navy or black sweaters or cardigans with Holland Hall H-mark logo on the left side sold from one of the vendors above are also 
allowed.

Outerwear 
Ink and 
Embroidery

	» Only black, white, cardinal red, dark gray, and Holland Hall Blue ink may be used on outerwear.

Dutch Day 	» Any Holland Hall tops or outerwear — including hoodies — sold or received through Holland Hall — may be worn with Uniform 
Bottoms, khaki or navy shorts, or blue jeans (Upper School only).
	» Spiritwear purchased from outside vendors is not allowed.

P.E. and 
Athletics

	» Students should talk to their individual coaches before purchasing clothes for sports. All Dutch Packages will include some 
clothing that is appropriate for the daily dress code in the Upper School.

Socks and 
Tights

	» Solid black or navy tights may be worn under skirts.
	» Sweatpants are not permitted.

Shoes 	» Any low-heeled shoes, including tennis shoes, may be worn.
	» Sandals and house shoes/slippers are not permitted.
