It is not permitted to play without the table lights switched on.
Smoking and food or drink consumption is prohibited in the playing area.

It is the responsibility of the member introducing visitors/ guests to ensure that the correct entry
is made in the Visitors' Book and that the correct payment is made into the box by the lights
meter. Fees for visitors/ guests are £5 for adults and £2 for juniors per session.
