Grow:  
My understanding of prayer changed when I read   
St. Teresa of Calcutta's statement that says, "I used 
to believe that prayer changes things, but now I 
know that prayer changes us and we change things." 
Prayer is not an incantation that can change the will 
of God. It is the act of raising our hearts and minds 
to God, and of opening ourselves — our will, our 
understanding, our joys, and our sorrows — to be 
sanctified. The prophet Isaiah seems to be saying 
something similar in the first reading. He lists off 
the commands of the Lord to clothe the naked, feed 
the hungry, and shelter the homeless, and then tells 
the faithful that if they do these things, "then your 
light shall break forth like the dawn.” We certainly 
serve those who are vulnerable because each person 
has immeasurable dignity and deserves to be cared 
for as a child of God. But the act of caring for      
another also changes us. We are made more fully 
into who we were created to be — not an individual 
living in isolation, but one who is deeply connected 
in community to the rest of humankind.  

Go: 
An act of service, then, is much bigger than simply 
donating money or giving of our time. In caring               
for our neighbor, we proclaim God’s goodness to a 
world in darkness, bearing witness to the love of 
God which is the source of all our actions. In the 
Gospel, Christ calls his followers to be “the light of 
the world,” reminding us that he wants to shine his 
light through us. But we are not the source of the 
light. Even when we are the ones serving, we still 
remain only the vessel the true light shines through. 
When we love others, we are changed because we 
allow ourselves to be conformed more closely to 
Christ, allowing others to encounter his love in                  
our actions.

Con gran cariño y compromiso les escribo para 

compartir una situación que nos invita a la unidad y 

al cuidado de nuestro Salón Parroquial Richard, un 

espacio que desde 1978 ha sido el corazón de nuestra 

comunidad.

Las recientes lluvias del invierno pasado dejaron al 

descubierto daños graves en el techo, el sistema 

eléctrico y la calefacción, condiciones que requirieron 

atención urgente para garantizar la seguridad de todos. 

Tras consultar con el Consejo de Finanzas, se tomó la 

decisión de iniciar las reparaciones de inmediato, 

utilizando los ahorros que habíamos reservado para 

emergencias, alcanzando ya gastos superiores a 

$95,000.00.

Sé que no es un camino fácil, pero tengo plena 

confianza en que superaremos este reto juntos.      

Estas reparaciones no solo protegerán el presente de 

nuestra parroquia, sino que también asegurarán un 

espacio digno y seguro para las generaciones futuras.

Dear Parish Community,

I want to inform you about a serious emergency at the 
Richard Parish Hall—a place that has been at the heart  
of our community for over fifty years. From recreational 
events and celebrations to spiritual retreats and daily      
pastoral activities, this hall has served as a vital space      
for us all. Since my arrival, I have noticed the gradual      
deterioration of the building, with issues in the roof,      
electrical system, and the furnace, which is outdated      
and has caused several problems. Unfortunately, the 
heavy rains of last year exposed dangerous conditions 
that demand immediate repairs to ensure our safety and 
the continued use of this cherished place.

After consulting with the Finance Council, we've       
committed emergency savings to cover the repairs, which 
have now reached $95,000. While this is a significant 
challenge, I firmly believe restoring the hall is an           
investment in our parish’s present and future. 

As we navigate this emergency, I ask you to keep us in 
your prayers. If you feel moved and able, your generous 
donation would be invaluable in helping us overcome 
this obstacle.
