Grow:  
Can you imagine being Thomas and finding out that 
while you were gone from the Upper Room, the   
resurrected Jesus appeared to the other disciples?               
And then, according to the evangelist John, it was a 
full week later when Jesus returns to that room. If I 
were Thomas, I would probably be consumed with 
thoughts about how unfair the situation was – that I 
was being asked to believe without seeing while the 
other disciples were able to see the glorified Christ. 
And, of course, we don’t know how Thomas reacted, 
except that he demanded to see and touch the wounds 
of Christ. We do know that when Christ returns he 
does not admonish Thomas, but offers his hands and 
his side to his disciple to touch. Christ responded to 
Thomas with mercy – inviting him into an encounter 
in a way that will draw him into deeper faith. And 
Christ also comes to us again and again and again, 
mercifully inviting us into relationship with him
regardless of what we demand or how often we fall 
away.  

Go: 
We do not have a right to God’s mercy. Humanity        
willingly and intentionally turned away from God in the 
Garden of Eden, and we continue to do so today when 
we choose to sin and turn away from God. But God
extends mercy to us as an undeserved gift, and he calls 
us to be merciful to others. The reading from the Acts      
of the Apostles tells us that the first Christians devoted 
themselves to the love of God and others, and they 
forged an avenue for mercy to be made present as they 
cared for one another by dividing their material goods 
“according to each one’s need.” We, too, are called to
be merciful. We are called to look beyond what someone 
should be able to do on their own and be open to  
responding to their need in love. And as we show mercy 
to others, we remind one another of our dignity and 
worth. As with Thomas, Jesus does not focus on what  
we lack, but instead generously offers what is needed to 
draw us into relationship.

 Divine Mercy weekend        Celebración de la Divina Misericordia 

This weekend we celebrate the Feast of Divine Mercy, 
a feast day added to the liturgical calendar 
by St. John Paul II to celebrate the
overwhelming mercy of Jesus Christ. The 
Divine Mercy image is a depiction of Jesus 
based on a vision that St. Faustina had in 
1931. There have been a number of    
paintings made of this image. A basic   
explanation of the  image is: Jesus is shown 
in most versions as raising his right hand in 
blessing, and pointing with  his left hand on 
his chest from which flow forth two rays: 
one red and one white (translucent). The 
depictions often contains  the message 
“Jesus, I trust in You!”    
(Polish: Jezu ufam Tobie). The rays streaming out  
have symbolic meaning: red for the blood of Jesus 
(which is the Life of Souls), and pale for the water 
(which justify souls). The whole image is symbolic              
of charity, forgiveness and love of God, referred to as 
the "Fountain of Mercy".  

Este fin de semana celebramos la Fiesta de la Divina 
Misericordia, una festividad añadida al
calendario litúrgico por San Juan Pablo II     
para celebrar la inmensa misericordia de       
Jesucristo. La imagen de la Divina
Misericordia es una representación de Jesús 
basada en una visión que Santa Faustina tuvo 
en 1931. Se han realizado varias pinturas de 
esta imagen. Una explicación básica de la 
imagen es la siguiente: en la mayoría de las 
versiones, Jesús se muestra levantando la 
mano derecha en señal de bendición y
señalando con la izquierda sobre el pecho, del 
cual emanan dos rayos: uno rojo y otro blanco 
(translúcido). Las representaciones suelen 

contener el mensaje "¡Jesús, en Ti confío!"
(en polaco: Jezu ufam Tobie). Los rayos que emanan 
tienen un significado simbólico: rojo por la sangre
de Jesús (que es la Vida de las Almas) y pálido por
el agua (que justifica las almas). Toda la imagen  
simboliza la caridad, el perdón y el amor de Dios, 
conocida como la "Fuente de la Misericordia”.
