This easterly winds just won't let up and they continue to drive the
chance of any decent moisture away. The easterly stopped on Saturday
and the storm clouds brewed up and delivered from 10-20mm of rain
for some with some isolated falls topping at 50mm. Those who have
been missing the previous storms seem to be continuing to miss out
on any moisture as the more | drive around the district, the worse
some parts are becoming. The reality is a frost can come at any time
now, let's hope they don’t show up for a few months. QLD is getting
absolutely belted with rain with major flooding throughout the state and
into the NT, it's hard to believe with that much moisture in the north that
is just hasn’t come down.

The war in the Middle East is starting to strangle parts of the world with
the closure of the strait of Hormuz which is a crucial, narrow waterway
which serves as a major conduit for global trade. The escalating war
in Iran has put Australia’s fuel supply at risk, now. Even though only
20% of our oil comes through that passage, this closure affects refined
oil on its way to us. Rerouting these ships causes significant delays
and higher costs to get the refined oil to us. Currently Australia has
approximately 34 days of diesel and petrol, or so we are told which
believe it or not falls below the 90-day international energy agency
standard. Australia imports 90% of its refined fuel and we are highly
exposed to shortages and global conflict. The government for the last
two decades has a lot to answer for; we are an energy rich nation
and yet we rely so heavily on overseas fuel supplies. | bet those who
voted for Net Zero might have a different opinion once you can’t get
any food from the supermarket as we have no diesel to put in the trucks
to get the food to the supermarket. Everything arrives on a truck, hay,
grain, livestock, processed food for the supermarket and everything
that goes into your day-to-day living. The worst part is that they tell
us the war will be over directly, well which previous war has ended
in 8 days, it's like predicting the weather, no one really has any idea
especially with Trump involved. Fuel prices have already jumped by
70c a litre. Two things you can guarantee, it will get dearer again,
and the extra cost will continue to be passed on down the line to the
consumer. Every time a barrel of oil goes up $10 US a barrel, it adds
10c/litre to our fuel price and I'm still trying to figure out why it's already
gone through the roof. It's the panic buying scenario all over again
with fuel this time compared to toilet paper, as | quote Miles Archdale,
“Mark my words this will end in tears”. Not only are we staring down the
barrel of supply issues for all of us, but these rising costs will only add
pressure to inflation and increase the chance of another rate rise within
the week. Spare a thought for a few private meat companies that have
ships loaded with meat sitting on the water currently with no home and
unable to return to Australian waters.

The Middle East conflict is causing extreme disruption to global financial
markets, but our beef and sheep markets continue to defy the odds.
The New England and northwest saleyards continue to bulge at the
seams with large numbers continuing to run. 5320 head of cattle were
yarded in Tamworth on Monday with all categories quoted as dearer.
The best of the weaner steers topped at 540c/kg, hfrs topped at 444c/
kg, feeder steer made to 510c/kg while the heifer portion topped 442c/
kg. The processing cattle picked up from 10-25c/kg, especially with
strong interest from QLD processors with rain affected consignments
from the north as heavy export cattle topped at 480c/kg while the best
of the heavy cows made to 425c/kg. Another 10,000 head of cattle sold
on Tuesday between Gunnedah and Inverell.

With it now being a year since Council transitioned
Apsley Riverview Aged Care Facility into its
portfolio, it seems to be an appropriate time to
reflect on that year and look forward to the next.
Obviously, this decision to step into aged care was
a carefully planned and executed decision with
the strong backing of the community. To say it has
been a year of extensive and exhaustive learning
and adjustments would be an understatement.
With the new Aged Care Standards being
introduced in early November 2025 the volume of
work for council, board members and staff has been challenging.

You may recall that a committee was established to provide oversight
and advice to council. This committee consists of three doctors, Leanne
Morton, Alison Jones and Adrian Allen, along with CIr Anne-Marie Pointing
and myself. Director of Corporate and Community Christian Martin sat
on this committee also, but with his departure from Walcha Council will
see a new director appointed to assume this role. | believe the Walcha
community will never be able to repay the volunteers, the three doctors,
on this committee for the time, dedication and experience they bring.
Riverview would not be capable of operating to the standards and
compliance it does without their input.

One major change was that of the facility manager. Long time and
dedicated manager Julie Blake, resigned after many years of service and
assisting in the sometimes difficult transition from Presbyterian Aged Care
to Walcha Council. The facility we took over is testament to Julie’s passion
and knowledge of aged care and the local community.

This role has been filled by another local, registered nurse Kate Lisle
who most of the community know through her roles in that field. Kate has
assumed this role with vigour and is proving to be a great successor to

Other positives have been the gaining of an Aged Care Grant for
Council to provide accommodation to both agency and longer-term
staff who wish to work in our facility. The grant for $890,000 will be
utilised to fill a gap that was signaled from day one of the transition and
enhance accommodation security for Riverview staff.

Another gap that was seen early was that of a generator to provide
power when the grid fails. This gap was highlighted during last
years snowstorm, and was reinforced with summer storms. With
the assistance of our service clubs a 150kva generator has been
purchased and will be in situ in the coming weeks. After negotiations
Origin Energy has donated a 75kw solar system to Council, along with
inverters and batteries to reduce the power costs and provide some
backup. Running parallel to both of the above the main switchboard will
be replaced to support these upgrades and address safety concerns,
as the current board is outdated and inadequate. Contrary to what |
constantly hear Riverview does not need rewiring.

The subdivision of the land is almost complete. The ever concerning
cottonwood trees’ days are numbered and safety is being improved
for visitor access.

While on capital works, we are repainting, reflooring and generally
updating rooms as they become available. Along with converting three
other under-utilised rooms to residents rooms and improving paths
and security we have been able to stay in a solid financial position.
This position is obviously made possible by the transfer of the facility
at no capital cost to council.

It is well known that Aged Care has massive challenges, the
withdrawal of McLean Care from the sector being a prime example of
the pressures faced. Through the transition we were forthright in the

challenges this move presented, both financial and clinical.
Obviously, both of these challenges remain and probably
will do well into the future but | believe with the experienced
help we receive, backing of the community and careful
management we will see this facility continue to provide
an essential service within tight financial barriers and ever
changing standards that apply.

Friends of Riverview continue to work independently of Council
providing so much to enhance the lives of our residents. Their
tireless work in fundraising is to be applauded.

Moving forward, with a focus on excellent clinical care, a
homely atmosphere, high quality and caring staff along with
nutritional food we aim to, and | believe are achieving great
outcomes for our community.

Coupled with all that is going on at Riverview, council is
exploring the opportunity to set up a charitable trust to assist
in the long term maintenance and if ever required, expansion
of the facility. | have been approached on numerous
occasions to replicate the fundraising that led to the building of
Riverview in the first place. The aim is that this trust will have
tax deductible status and will not encroach on other groups/
clubs etc. that currently support the facility. The structure and
purpose of this will be updated as it moves along.

Riverview will always be an essential part of Walcha’s social
web, and | believe that in Council's hands it faces a bright
future. As a small community the decision to run this facility
was the right one, and having progressed through the first
year as a community we will build on its strengths and provide
the care that our residents deserve.
