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2. A group of men took drastic measures to bring their paralyzed friend to Jesus. (vv. 3-4)
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a. What are you seeing when you see these men?
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i If you are the paralytic, you see them as heroes.
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ii. If you are inside the home, you see them as intruders.
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iii. If you are the owner of the home, you see them as vandals.
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3. Jesus saw them as men of faith. (v. 5a)
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a. Faithis trusting what you are justified to believe is true.
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b. Their faith was demonstrated to Jesus by their willingness to disrupt and dismantle things
in response to his presence.
