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Why Faith Flourishes Or Flounders
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I. WHAT CAN UPROOT MY FAITH?
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1) DECEPTION (no root forms)
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a. The path is hard and doesn’t let any root sink in at all, therefore, God’s word never gets BELOW THE
SURFACE.
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2) DIFFICULTIES (roots form, but are very shallow)
HEE AR, EREE)

“The reception of the word is authentic and joyful, but it lacks the depth required for endurance.”
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a. Their faith has not made PEACE with SUFFERING.
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3) DISTRACTIONS (roots begin to grow, but are choked out)
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“Unlike the rocky soil, this seed grows; the tragedy is not failure to sprout but failure to bear fruit.”
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a. This is STALLED spiritual growth.
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b. Faith is not outright REJECTED, it is slowly SUFFOCATED.
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II. KEYS TO “GOOD SOIL” AND “DEEP ROOTS” IN MY LIFE...
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1) HEARING: Exposure and attentiveness to God’s Word.
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2) ACCEPTING Internal submission and trust.
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3) BEARING FRUIT: Observable, ongoing transformation.
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Today’s “Big Idea”: “Good soil” is not a PERFECT heart, but a RESPONSIVE one.
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
