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1. Being obedient to Jesus does not guarantee you will never experience a storm... (vv. 35-37)
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“Jesus was in the stern, sleeping on a cushion.” (v.38a)
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2. Jesus sleeping during the storm communicated two things... (v. 38a)
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a. He was resting his body... (Philippians 2:5-8)
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b. He was trusting his Father... (Psalm 3:5-6; 4:8)
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“The disciples woke him and said to him, ‘Teacher, don’t you care if we drown?’” (v. 38b)
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3. The disciples did the right thing, but thought the wrong thing... (v. 38b)
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a. The lower our level of understanding, the higher our level of frustration.
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“He got up, rebuked the wind and said to the waves, ‘Quiet! Be still!’
Then the wind died down and it was completely calm.
He said to his disciples, ‘Why are you so afraid? Do you still have no faith?’” (vv. 39-40)
