· the Police Assistance Line phone number.

The cardholder can choose to use their Card in everyday or emergency situations, including: 

· shops, cafes, hotels and cinemas
· banks, Centrelink and other government departments
· with family, friends and work colleagues
· transport, such as airports, buses, trains, trams and taxis
· with emergency services, such as police, ambulance or fire.
