1. First Impressions: What were your first thoughts about the author’s storytelling style? Was the story easy to read, relatable, or challenging?
2. Title & Subtitle: Do the title and subtitle fit the book? Why or why not?
3. Favorite Mishap: Which calamity stood out most to you, and why? Did it make you laugh, cringe, or relate?
4. Lessons Learned: Some stories are hilarious, some touching—especially those about aging parents. Which takeaways stuck with you the most?
5. Relatability Check: Have you ever experienced a “You Slept Where?”-type calamity of your own? If so, how did you handle it?
6. Resilience & Humor: How does the author use humor to navigate challenges? Did it change how you think about embarrassing moments or setbacks?
7. Personal Growth: Did you notice the author’s perspective shift as her adventures unfolded? How so?
8. Relationships: How would you describe her relationships with Big Ed, her parents, and even Bertha? Do you think her Southern background shapes her view of life?
9. Places & Dreams: Which destinations mentioned in the book would you like to visit? Why or why not? The book encourages readers to compile their own “To Do” list—where did you dream of going as a child?
10. Inspiration Factor: Did the book inspire you to travel more, take risks, or laugh at yourself? Or do you see yourself staying on the couch like Big Ed?
