BOOKING INFORMATION 

• GROUP LEADERS: 1 free Group Leader position for every 15 paying students. ILH reserves the right to restrict addition Group Leader positions 
outside of this ratio. 

• Additional Group Leader positions are charged at £350 per week for homestay programmes & £400 per week for residential programmes. 

• UNACCOMPANIED MINORS: Students arriving in and departing from the UK as ‘Unaccompanied Minors’, without the supervision of a Group 
Leader or parent/guardian, may be subject to supplemental transfer fees. Please contact ILH for further information.  

• WELFARE FORMS: The mandatory enrolment section contains important welfare information and must be completed at the time of booking. If a 
student is part of a group, the Agent/Group Leader must complete a Group Welfare Form on behalf of the students.  

• CHANGES: Prices are correct at time of going to print and are subject to change without notice. All courses and course components operate 
subject to demand. 

• GROUPS: A group is defined as being 10 or more students. 

• ACCOMMODATION: Standard accommodation is twin room, full board. Full board includes dinner on arrival day and breakfast on departure day. 
 

HOW TO BOOK GROUPS 
1) After selecting your Centre, dates and number of students, you will be required to pay 10% of the full invoice for groups.  

The deposit payment is non-refundable. 
2) A further 10% payment will be required by 1 March 2026. Failure to pay on time may mean that any reserved places are released for general sale. 

At this time student numbers may be amended, however, if student numbers have reduced, the initial deposit payment is non-refundable or 
transferable. 

3) The Agent/Group Leader is responsible for submitting student data, which includes any medical conditions & dietary requirements a minimum of 
8 weeks before the course date. 

4) All groups are required to complete a Group Welfare Form & Group Leader Checks no later than one month before the course start date.    
5) The remaining balance (80% of the course fees) will be due two weeks before arrival.

TRANSFERS TO/FROM CENTRES 

• Flights must be arranged so that students arrive at and depart from Centres between 08.00 and 22.00 

• Transfers for individual students and groups are not included in the course price and can be arranged at cost.  

• Students arriving or departing as ‘Unaccompanied Minors’ may be subject to additional transfer fees. Please contact ILH for further information. 

• Students sharing a taxi also share the cost. (There may be extra charges if flights are delayed or if fuel costs increase during 2025). International 

• Language Holidays is not liable for any increased costs caused by delays or situations outside of its control. Please note that hot meals may not be 
available on arrival days after 7pm, please contact ILH for more information. 

• IMPORTANT:  Students must arrive and depart on Sundays. Excursions take place on Saturdays and mid-week. International Language Holidays 
will not compensate clients in any way for any loss of the teaching or activities/excursion programme caused by students not arriving and departing 
on Sundays. 
 

GROUP LEADERS 

• International Language Holidays offers one free Group Leader’s place for 15 paying students arriving at and departing from the same Centre on 
the same dates. International Language Holidays cannot compensate an agent in any way if they fail to take up a Group Leader’s free place. 

• Additional Group Leaders are charged at £350 per week for homestay programmes and £400 per week for residential programmes. 

• Group Leaders are required to make an active contribution towards the stay of their group and will be regarded as having a duty of care towards 
their students for the duration of their stay. They will not be asked to look after other students besides their own but should take responsibility 
for their students at all times. 

• They must be able to communicate well in English, be a minimum of 20 years old and must be well informed about their responsibilities by the 
agent/client. 

• Copies of the mandatory Group Leader police checks must be supplied to ILH 4 weeks before departure or at the time of booking as evidence of 
the individual’s suitability to work with minors (this is a British Council requirement and must be adhered to). Agents/clients must sign to say they 
have seen the original document. Failure to provide this information in advance will result in refusal of admittance to the Centre. 

• Group Leaders must not take students out of ILH’s supervision without seeking permission and signing the relevant forms. International Language 
Holidays is not liable for any student removed from its supervision in this way. 

• All the above conditions will apply to any groups that ILH accepts. If a Group Leader fails to meet any of the criteria listed above, ILH reserves the 
right to ask the Group Leader to leave and be replaced by a suitable person at an additional cost to the agent/client. 
 

COMMISSION 

• No commission is paid on homestay accommodation charges or transfers. 

• No commission is paid on prices described as NET. 

• Group discounts will apply only to students for the same Centre - arriving and departing on the same dates.
