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Let’s continue in Acts! The Church has been 

born, and now we will begin to witness the 

AWESOME work of God through the boldness 

of His people. If you remember when Jesus 

sent out His disciples (Matthew 10 and Luke 

10), He sent them in pairs (Mark 6:7). We can 

model this as we do mission in community, and 

not on our own. We are bolstered in the work 

God has for us when we are partnered with 

those who can . . .

 - encourage us when our faith is wavering. 

 - pray with us when our courage is shaken. 

 - partner with us to live for something BIGGER 

   than ourselves.

So as we now leave Base Camp for the 

Trailhead, may we prepare ourselves to take 

Jesus at His word, reminding us that when we 

feel like we cannot share because we don’t 

know what to say, “For it is not you who speak, 

but the Spirit of your Father speaking through 

you.” (Matthew 10:20) Just think, you may be more 

well suited to speak BECAUSE of the doubt 

that you have in yourself. Remember: If 

dependence is the goal, then weakness is an 

advantage. (II Corinthians 12:9)  Let’s partner 

together as we blaze the trail that God has 

for us in seeing our Boldness Arise!

		         The book of Acts is the second book 	

		         written by the physician, Luke. In 

conjunction with The Gospel of Luke, Acts was written to 

share the good news of Jesus and point to the continued 

work of the church after Jesus’ ascension. The overall theme 

of the Acts of the Apostles could be summed up as “the Good 

News of Jesus Christ permeating the world through the 

formation of communities that focus on the teaching and 

discipleship of Jesus.” We see this work Carried forth 

through the acts of the apostles and those who have 

encountered and been changed by Jesus.

Acts follows Peter, Paul, and others as the Holy Spirit 

empowers them to reach out to the known world with the 

Gospel of Jesus. Through various missionary journeys, we 

see the Gospel go forth in power to form new communities 

of believers. Many of the results of these journeys are 

documented through the epistles written by Paul, Peter, and 

other disciples as they write to strengthen, encourage, and 

admonish the churches that were planted.

We ultimately see the Acts of the Apostles as something 

greater than the work of any individual; rather as the work 

of the ascended Jesus and the Holy Spirit empowering 

willing humans to submit to the rule and reign of Jesus 

as they make disciples in the world around them. As we 

journey through Acts, our desire is to inspire believers 

to not only learn about Jesus, but to take on His calling 

of going, baptizing, teaching, and making disciples of the 

people the Lord has put in our lives.

ACTS FROM 
THE GROUND
As we zoom in on Acts 4-5, we see a group of men who have 

received the Holy Spirit start to grow in boldness and 

number. This two chapter section is full of arrests, 

miracles, and the growth of the early church. Some of the 

key themes of chapters 4 and 5 include a fierce boldness 

in the face of persecution, empowerment by the Holy Spirit, 

and the beautiful picture of unity and generosity that will 

come to exemplify followers of Jesus.

At the trailhead of this movement, all of the preemptive 

work at base camp shows itself as necessary and important. 

The Disciples waited and were empowered at base camp, and 

then they moved into the trailhead with the Holy Spirit 

guiding them and directing them. Even in the moments that 

looked absurd or wrong, like being arrested or losing 

members of the movement to selfishness, the early disciples 

could see the hand of the Lord guiding them and providing 

for them. As we move into the trailhead 

together, let’s pay attention to the ways 

that the Holy Spirit is moving - in both 

the good and the confusing.



Wayfinding 
on the Trail
For any journey, it is important to know 

where you are going and if there are 

any roadblocks on the way. Wayfinding 

is a skill that encapsulates all of the 

physical and mental processes that 

help someone to get where they are 

going. As we start our journey at the 

Trailhead, we will look at the tools 

that are available to help us find our 

way along the path.



The Holy Spirit - Our true guide and 

true north. The Holy Spirit acts as our compass as we 

encounter different challenges and obstacles in our 

lives. He is our guide, our counselor, our advocate, and 

our empowerer. As we follow His leading, He guides us 

on the paths of righteousness.

THE BIBLE - For many of us, when we prepare 

for a journey, the first thing we do is type in an 

address and use a map to guide us. It shows us the 

road ahead and any obstacles that we might encounter. 

The Bible is the perfect map for the Christian life. 

God’s written word shows us what it looks like to live 

the Christian life and it reminds us what it means to 

be loved and cherished by God.

Community - an old African proverb says, “If 

you want to go fast, go alone. If you want to go far, go 

together.” Part of the journey of faith is embracing the 

community that God has given us. Do you have trusted 

brothers and sisters who will stand at the trailhead 

with you and tackle the path together? Companions on 

the journey are an important part of how we wayfind. 

Daily Graces - One of the aspects of 

wayfinding is to look for signs and other landmarks 

as you travel. God offers us glimmers of grace 

throughout our lives - we just need to be prepared to 

look for them. In a world full of anxiety, our gratitude 

is an antidote. When we journey through the world with 

open eyes, we can see all of the signs and wonders of 

our great God who provides grace after grace for us.



WEEK ONE | BOLD 
PROCLAMATION

“And now, Lord, look upon their threats and grant to your 
servants to continue to speak your word with all boldness, 
while you stretch out your hand to heal, and signs and 
wonders are performed through the name of your holy 
servant Jesus.” And when they had prayed, the place in which 
they were gathered together was shaken, and they were all 
filled with the Holy Spirit and continued to speak the word 
of God with boldness.” Acts 4:29-31

Acts 4 starts with Peter and John being arrested for 

proclaiming the word of Jesus and healing a crippled man. 

They were questioned by the Sadducees and eventually 

released. Jesus had never promised the disciples an easy 

journey forward, but he had promised that His Spirit would 

be with them. As the passage concludes, the followers of 

the Way of Jesus come together and pray for boldness in 

the midst of persecution. Notice that they didn’t ask for 

persecution to stop. In return, The Holy Spirit filled them 

and emboldened them for the mission ahead. 

There’s never anything wrong with asking God to change 

your circumstances. however, He chooses to use our 

circumstances to give us boldness so we can learn to trust 

Him more and point others toward Him. Can we trust Him in 

both spaces? Use the prompts on the next page each day to 

consider your circumstances and how you might mirror the 

prayer that they prayed in Acts 4.
