 Alternative Options

for a true beach holiday, then one week split between Lisbon and 

Porto. 



●​ Alternative Option 3: Lower budget—focus on guesthouses and eco 

lodges in smaller towns, reduce number of paid activities, self-cater 

some meals. 

 Practical Info & Budget 

●​ Seasonality: August is peak summer—expect warm to hot weather 

(25–35°C), especially in the Algarve. Plan outdoor activities before 

10am or after 5pm; midday (12–4pm) is best for rest or indoor 

attractions. Book early for best rates and availability. 

●​ Comfort level: Family-friendly boutique hotels, eco lodges, and 

guesthouses, all with family amenities (pool, playground, kitchenette, 

outdoor space, high chairs, cribs). 

●​ Indicative budget breakdown (3 weeks, 2 adults + 2 children): 

○​ Accommodation: €150–350/night (family room or suite, incl. 

breakfast, child discounts applied) 

○​ Activities & entrances: €500–700 total (children often free under 

6, 50% discount for 6–12) 

○​ Meals: €40–60/day for family (children’s menus, self-catering 

options)

●​ Health & safety tips for children: Hydration, sun hats, sunscreen, 

frequent shade breaks, avoid street food for young children, always 

supervise near water, bring favorite snacks and comfort items. 

●​ Visa: Not required for EU citizens; check for other nationalities. 

●​ Partner verification and availability check recommended for final 

booking.
