Dear Saints Peter & Paul Parish Family,

I am truly looking forward to being with you for your Parish Mission, Sunday, March 9 through 
Tuesday, March 11, from 7:00–8:00 PM each evening. Thank you for welcoming me to beautiful 
Saints Peter & Paul in Cary.

Your mission theme, “Come Away and Rest,” could not be more timely.

We live in a world filled with constant noise, endless distraction, and a pace of life that rarely 
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allows the heart to breathe. Many no longer know how to rest. Many no longer know how to love. And yet, deep within every human 
heart is a longing — a longing for relationship, for peace, for joy, for God.

From the very beginning, God reveals His plan.

In the Garden of Eden, after creating the heavens and the earth, God “rested” on the seventh day. But His rest was not exhaustion. It 
was delight. It was communion. It was friendship. God rested so that He might enjoy us.

He filled us with His very own life. He entrusted us with His work. He gave us an incomparable dignity.
God’s rest was His delight in us.

And our rest?
Our rest is to live in that love — to receive that delight — so that we may share in His life and carry out His work with joy.

During these three evenings together, we will explore this beautiful truth:

Sunday Evening: Rest Is God’s Gift to Us
We will reflect on how rest is woven into creation itself and how it reveals God’s desire for relationship, not mere productivity.

Monday Evening: Learning from the Lord’s Example of Rest
Jesus invites His disciples, “Come away by yourselves to a quiet place and rest awhile.” We will look at Christ’s plan for us — His gift 
of Himself — and how prayer, silence, and communion with Him restore our hearts.

Tuesday Evening: Rest: The Key to a Happier Life, Marriage, and Family
We will apply the wisdom of Sabbath and sacred rest to daily life — not only in solitude, but in the ordinary moments of work, 
family, and community. True rest teaches us how to love well. And love well is the secret to happiness.

The Scriptures give us beautiful direction for living this life of love and rest. Jesus does not merely command rest — He gives it. He 
wants to draw us close, to quiet our hearts, and to teach us how to live rooted in His delight.

My hope is that these evenings will help each of us rediscover:
• The dignity God has placed within us
• The joy of living from His love
• The healing power of Sabbath
• And the practical ways to bring holy rest into our marriages, families, and daily work

In a world that often measures us by productivity, Christ reminds us that our identity flows first from relationship.

I encourage you to come for one night — but even better, come for all three. Bring your spouse. Bring your children. Invite a friend. 
Give the Lord this hour each evening and allow Him to speak to your heart.

Let us come away with Him.
Let us learn again how to rest.
Let us rediscover the joy of living in the Father’s delight.

I look forward to praying with you and walking these days together.
