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Life Group Questions to consider:

1. What stood out to you most from the sermon, and why?

2. What are the “cardboard wings” you’re most tempted to trust when you feel 

uncertain or anxious? What do you reach for when you feel out of control?

3. Which expression of greed resonated most with you: fear, control, or anxiety 

dressed as wisdom? What does that actually look like in your life?

4. How does your current relationship with money, time, or security reveal what 

you trust most right now? If someone watched your last month, what would 

they say you trust?

5. What would it look like for you to practice daily dependence on God this 

week? How might praying “give us this day our daily bread” change the way 

you plan, give, or respond?

Prayer::

● For each person in your group to know which next step God is calling them to. 

Pray that they will have clear opportunities to see God work in their lives.

● Pray that the group would surround the collective next steps and help 

encourage as they are taken.

● Pray for interactions with people far from God and for the group to be able to 

step into those conversations.

● Now go and take your next step. Go and BE the Church.
