4th Sunday of Advent  —  Christmas 
 

Did you know that God knows your name?  You may have a 

very common name or a very rare name, but it is your name, 

and we respond when someone calls our name.  Simon, the 

Apostle, received a new name from Jesus, who called him 

“Peter”, meaning Rock, and he built his church upon that 

rock.  A newly-elected Pope chooses a new name.  The Prophet 

Isaiah foretells: “The virgin shall conceive, and bear a son, and 

shall name him Emmanuel,” and about seven hundred years 

later, the Evangelist Matthew, tells how the birth of Jesus came 

about, saying:  “All this took place to fulfill what the Lord had 

said through the prophet: Behold, the virgin shall conceive and 

bear a son, and they shall name him Emmanuel, meaning "God 

is with us."  Other familiar Hebrew names are:  the Archangels 

Michael, Gabriel, and Raphael.  The “el” part of the name refers 

to God, so Micha-el means “who is like God”, and Gabri-el 

means “God is my strength”, and Rapha-el means “God has 

healed.”  Dani-el means “God is my judge.”  Ezeki-el means 

“God’s strength.”  Emmanu-el is the important name for us 

today.  The time had finally come for the Savior of the world to 

come down from Heaven.  Ever since Adam and Eve sinned, 

and death entered our world, human beings had cried for 

help.  God sent prophets, and finally, in the fullness of time, He 

sent His Son, Jesus, who is Emmanuel: God with us.  We sing, “O 

come, O come, Emmanuel”.  God has heard every prayer that 

has ever been spoken, and now God is with us.  Jesus is the 

Father’s answer.  He is the Way, the Truth, and the Life.  He will 

always be with us.   May Christmas joy fill your soul!

Otros 
nombres hebreos conocidos son: los arca ngeles Miguel, 
Gabriel y Rafael.  La parte “el” del nombre se refiere a Dios, 
así  que Miguel significa “quie n como Dios”, Gabriel significa 
“Dios es mi fuerza”, y Rafael significa “Dios ha sanado”.  
Daniel significa “Dios es mi juez”.  Ezequiel significa “la 
fuerza de Dios”.  Emanuel es el nombre importante para 
nosotros hoy.  Finalmente habí a llegado el momento de que 
el Salvador del mundo descendiera del cielo.  Desde que 
Ada n y Eva pecaron, y la muerte entro  en nuestro mundo, los 
seres humanos habí an clamado por ayuda.  Dios envio  
profetas y, finalmente, en la plenitud de los tiempos, envio  a 
su Hijo, Jesu s, quien es Emanuel: Dios con nosotros.  
Cantamos: “Ven, oh ven, Emanuel”.  Dios ha escuchado cada 
oracio n que se ha pronunciado, y ahora Dios esta  con 
nosotros.
