I am the Resurrection and the Life” 
 

Ever since Adam & Eve fell into sin, and death entered the 
world, human beings have wept over the death of their loved 
ones, crying out in grief and desperation.  We can understand 
how people who are grieving at the loss of someone they love 
may complain, “How could God allow him or her to 
die?”  Maybe you have cried out to God in such a prayer.  Such 
cries go all the way back to Adam and Eve after their fall.  And 
God has always heard those cries.  And we know that God loves 
our loved ones infinitely more than we possibly can.  God was, 
and is, willing to give His life for them, so much does He care 
about them!   
 

Ezekiel, today, speaks a prophetic word from God about 
resurrection.  “I will open your graves and have you rise from 
them, …Then you shall know that I am the LORD.”  Today, we 
hear Jesus saying, “I am the resurrection and the life.”  He’s the 
fulfillment of Ezekiel’s prophecy, and he is the answer to all of 
our prayers.  But when Jesus heard that Lazarus was sick, he 
delayed for a few days! because he knew what he was going to 
do.  He was going to raise Lazarus to life again, though he had 
been in the tomb for four days.  People asked, “Couldn’t Jesus 
have done something?”  Yes, he is the only one who could have 
done something, and now he is doing it!  Lazarus was revived 
and brought back to life—to this life—not yet raised to 
heavenly glory.  But Jesus rose with a glorified body; the marks 
of the nails and the spear were visible, but he was in no 
pain.  His wounds were signs of his infinite love for us!  We 
must hold on to that faith no matter how terrible things may be; 
we must hold on to that Christian joy!
