When we celebrate the Ascension of the Lord, we recognize that as Christ is seated in glory 
at the Father’s right hand, so too will all men and woman share in this glory. 

 

Jesus Ascended to Heaven, but He is Still With Us 
 

  Jesus came down from Heaven and took on our human nature 

when He was born of the Virgin Mary in Bethlehem.  For thirty-

three years, He walked among us, and showed us by His 

passion and death just how much God the Father loves us.  

Every word and act of Jesus was a revelation of His Father’s 

love and mercy, and Jesus said that if we have seen Him (Jesus), 

we have seen the Father!    

Today, we celebrate the return of Jesus to His Father, yet we 

must remember that there is a third Person in the Holy Trinity:  

The Holy Spirit.  Jesus said that we should be happy that He is 

going to the Father because if He does not go, the Holy Spirit 

will not come to us.  The time has come. Jesus returns to 

Heaven and the Spirit descends upon us.  Even as Jesus was 

dying on the cross, He said to His mother who stood nearby 

with the beloved disciple, “Woman, behold your son,” and to 

the disciple, “Behold your mother.”  It is time for her to become  

“Mother of the Church”, one of her many titles in the Litany of 

the Blessed Virgin Mary.  The Church is the Body of Christ, and 

we are the members of His body; we are His hands and feet.  As 

He ascended, He pours out the Spirit to take His place and to 

inspire and guide us, to remind us and help us to pray.  So, He 

really did not leave us when He returned to His Father, because 

He sent us the Holy Spirit to be even closer to us than He was 

when He walked the earth.  Now, everywhere around the 

world, the Spirit of the Lord is present and active. We will soon 

celebrate this at Pentecost, and then we’ll celebrate Trinity 

Sunday!
