Reflection by Bishop Robert Barron, June 2017 
 

Friends, in today’s Gospel Jesus gives us the biblical 
antidote for fear.  What are you afraid of?  What do 
you have to lose?  Does it terrify you to think that you 
might lose your wealth?  Your social status?  The 
affection of others?  Your health?  Your power and 
influence?  Your reputation and good name?  Your 
life?  I’ve spoken often of my favorite movie, “A Man 
for All Seasons”.  What frustrated Cardinal Wolsey 
and Henry VIII about Thomas More is that they 
couldn’t manipulate him.  And why couldn’t they do 
that?  He wasn’t afraid.  There was nothing they could 
threaten him with.   
 

In time, Henry took away More’s job, status, money, 
reputation, friends, family, freedom—each time 
hoping that he would give in—until finally the King 
took away his life.  Everyone else, he could intimidate, 
but not More.   
 

And Thomas More’s last words are instructive here: “I 
die the King’s good servant; but God’s first.”  Thomas 
More did fear someone.  He had that holy fear that the 
Bible speaks of often: “the fear of the Lord.”  There 
was something he feared losing—and that was 
intimacy and friendship with God.  Compared to that, 
everything else was straw.

Reflexión del obispo Robert Barron, Junio de 2017 
 
Amigos, en el Evangelio de hoy Jesús nos ofrece el 
antídoto bíblico contra el miedo.  ¿A qué le 
temen?  ¿Qué tienen que perder?  ¿Les aterra 
pensar que podrían perder su riqueza?  ¿Su 
estatus social?  ¿El afecto de los demás?  ¿Su 
salud?  ¿Su poder e influencia?  ¿Su reputación y 
buen nombre?  ¿Su vida?  He hablado a menudo de 
mi película favorita, “A Man for All Seasons” (Un 
Hombre Para la Eternidad).  Lo que frustraba al 
cardenal Wolsey y a Enrique VIII respecto a Tomás 
Moro era que no podían manipularlo.  ¿Y por qué 
no podían hacerlo?  Porque él no tenía miedo.  No 
había nada con lo que pudieran amenazarlo.   
 
Con el tiempo, Enrique le arrebató a Moro su 
empleo, su estatus, su dinero, su reputación, sus 
amigos, su familia y su libertad—esperando 
siempre que cediera—, hasta que finalmente el rey 
le quitó la vida.  Podía intimidar a todos los demás, 
pero no a Moro.   
 
Y las últimas palabras de Tomás Moro resultan 
muy reveladoras en este contexto: “Muero siendo 
buen servidor del rey, pero primero de 
Dios”.  Tomás Moro sí temía a alguien.  Poseía ese 
santo temor del que habla a menudo la Biblia: “el 
temor del Señor”.  Había algo que temía perder: la 
intimidad y la amistad con Dios.  Comparado con 
eso, todo lo demás era paja.
