All recommended fixings are supplied. Replacements are available free of charge from Magrini - do not 
use less substantial fittings. We recommend the use of a torque controlled power tool to fully tighten the 
fixings. This ensures that the plug opens and firmly grips the substrate. We recommend that the unit be 
installed to brickwork or blockwork. If installing to a cavity wall, then a sound fixing to joists is required.

Cleaning Instructions

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For �xing into blockwork or brickwork:
Use 4 pan  he ad scre w s (6mm  dia.  x 70mm  long ) tog et he r w ith la rg e size 10mm  block  f ixing  anchor,  (bo th
supplied). DO NOT use shorter screws than 70mm.

Use the 19mm with 6.5mm hole �at washer (supplied) on all four fasteners. This is important to prevent the unit
pulling over the screw heads.

For �xing into wood or metal wall studs: 
Use the 6mm x 70mm pan head tapping screw for �xing into the wall studs.

Use the 19mm with 6.5mm hole �at washer (supplied) on all four fasteners. This is important to prevent the unit
pulling over the screw heads.

Note: All assembly �ttings shall always be corr ectly tightened and checked regularly . Screws shall not be loose
because a child can squeeze parts of the bod y, or clothing (e.g. strings, necklaces, ribbons for babies, 
dummies, etc.) could get caught. Ther e would be danger of strangulation.
Units should be �tted no less than 100mm fr om the cor ner of the room to enable access for cleaning.
Be awar e of the risk of open �r e and other sour ces of str ong heat, such as electric bar �r es, gas �r es etc. 
in the near vicinity of the unit.
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For fixing into blockwork or brickwork:
Use 4 pan head screws (6mm dia. x 70mm long) together with large size 10mm block fixing anchor, (both 
supplied). DO NOT use shorter screws than 70mm.
Use the 19mm with 6.5mm hole flat washer (supplied) on all four fasteners. This is important to prevent the 
unit pulling over the screw heads.

For fixing into wood or metal wall studs: 
Use the 6mm x 70mm pan head tapping screw for fixing into the wall studs.
Use the 19mm with 6.5mm hole flat washer (supplied) on all four fasteners. This is important to prevent the 
unit pulling over the screw heads.

Note:	All assembly fittings shall always be correctly tightened and checked regularly. Screws shall not 	
	 be loose because a child can squeeze parts of the body, or clothing (e.g. strings, necklaces, 	
	 ribbons for babies, dummies, etc.) could get caught. There would be danger of strangulation.
	 Units should be fitted no less than 100mm from the corner of the room to enable access for 	
	 cleaning.
