OUR JOUNREY IN SUSTAINABILITY 

 

SUDBROCK stands for the resource-conserving use of wood. With focus on sustainable 

materials: solid wood, real veneer, MDF and E05 chipboard, which are finished with 

environmentally friendly hydro-UV lacquer. 

 

Sudbrock process logs from certified sustainable forestry, which are inspected and 

selected by the Sudbrock Team in local forests. Each tree trunk is utilised sparingly, down 

to the last chip.  

Sudbrock furniture are able to be maintained by repairing paintwork and woodwork and 

replacing fittings and individual components. The solid wood furniture in particular are 

fully recyclable and therefore does not generate any waste. The use of veneer conserves 

the resources of slow-growing woods.  

Local production on site guarantees short transport routes and the highest quality.  

Our goal: producing long lasting design with every piece of furniture.
