ORIGAMINE—a name derived from "Origami" and "Origin"—represents a mission to find 
perfect harmony between different cultures. While the "Japandi" trend is global, Yokoyama 
brings an authentic Japanese perspective to the movement, focusing on the richness of 
textures and seamless integration into daily life rather than bold shapes.
