NYC Department of Health Flu Vaccine 

Requirement  
All children 6 months through 59 months  

of age enrolled in a NYC regulated preschool program 

MUST receive at least one dose of influenza vaccine  

by December 31st of each year.  
Please submit a record of the vaccination, either on your 

doctor’s letterhead or an updated Immunization Sheet to 

Fiona by Thursday, December 18th to ensure your child 

does not have to miss any school days in January.
