A way to prevent and address harm by
focusing on relationships instead of

punishment

In schools, a student can participate in a
restorative justice process instead of being

suspended or expelled.

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What is the impact of RJ?

Prevents misbehavior by helping
youth, teachers, and others to build
positive relationships (Walker, 2023).

Allows students to stay
in school and address

the harm they caused. 

Reduces school suspensions and arrests, which
reduces racial disparities in exclusionary

discipline practices (Lodi et al, 2021)
