It is the Lord’s work - the parish offers support and guidance on the journey. 
 
Age 6 or younger, parents please see Cathy aŌer Mass on Sat/Sun to begin 
preparaƟon. 
 Ages 7-11 who are seeking bapƟsm or seeking to join the Catholic Church meet 
aŌer 10am mass on the last Sunday of every month beginning 26th April.  
Ages 12-15 who wish to be bapƟsed or to enter the Catholic Church should aƩend 
the Junior Alpha Course which begins on the 1st June, and if they wish to conƟnue, 
the Communion and ConfirmaƟon preparaƟon classes which will follow.  
Ages 16 or older who are seeking BapƟsm or wish to become a member of the 
Catholic Church should aƩend Adult Alpha and then the Growing in Love and 
knowledge of Christ course which will begin in September on Tuesday evenings. 
For all aged 7 and above If the course is successfully completed, bapƟsms and 
recepƟons will be at Easter 2027.
