If your collection falls on Good Friday or Christmas Day, your bin

will be collected the following day.
COLLECTIONS BEGIN AT 6AM
@ The bin should be placed within 1 metre from road verge, 0.5
metre between bins and away from other obstructions like
overhanging trees, power lines and footpaths
The hinge/handle should be placed away from the road 0.5 metre
The lid should be closed. Do not overfill bin

If this is the
case, we will leave a sticker on your bin and a
letter in your mailbox letting you know why we
were unable to collect it.

If we haven't picked up your bin by 2.30pm on
your scheduled bin day and no sticker or letter
has been left, we may have accidently missed
your bin.
