1.0 Introduction

1. The Diocese has limited funds available for grants to assist parishes in their ministry.  

2. Each parish is expected to be financially self supporting i.e. able to pay for their Vicar and other staff (stipend, housing and reimbursement allowances) and to cover the other costs associated with running a parish (ministry material, power, mortgages, rates, insurance, youth group, Sunday School, creche, building maintenance, etc) and to provide a contribution towards Diocesan costs (Parish Assessments).

3. Monitoring Group grants may sometimes be provided. They are for three purposes:

Category 1:  A one-year ‘crisis funding’ grant to support parishes to transition to a sustainable form of ministry by temporarily covering some of their basic costs.

Category 2:  To enable the ‘seeding’ of new work. It is a temporary grant and the understanding is that the ministry will be self-sustaining within three years.
Category 3: To enable the ’growth of an existing ministry’. This is also temporary.  
2.0 Applying for a Monitoring Group Grant (MGG) - the Process

· To receive a MGG for 2026 please apply by Thursday 30th October, 2025
1. The Diocese sends application forms to parishes in September.  

2. The parish returns the application by 30th October in that same year.
3. The Diocesan Monitoring Group considers applications and makes recommendations to Standing Committee’s November meeting.

4. Representatives may meet with the parish to finalise the outcome of the application.

5. Processing is finalised. 

6. A monitoring group allocation has been included in the Synod budget.

3.0 CONDITIONS FOR THE AWARDING OF A GRANT 
To approve a grant the following conditions must be met:  

1. The parish does not have funds available which could be used for the purpose for which the grant is being sought.  

2. The parish will use the funds provided (along with other parish funds) to enable development of the ministry.

3. The parish agrees to provide regular information as required by the Monitoring Group and Standing Committee to evaluate use of the grant and its outcomes.  

Additional Conditions for Category 1 Grants

1. The parish must show that provision of such a grant will, enable the parish to become financially self supporting.

2. The parish plans and sets achievable goals which will enable it to become financially self-supporting.

Additional Conditions for Category 2 and 3 Grants
1. The parish must show that the new work is appropriate and needed now; and that the vestry and parish leadership agree that this work is essential; and that the parish will move faster towards its goals if the grant is provided.

2. Where Monitoring Group funding for new or existing ministries involves the appointment of parish ministry staff (lay or ordained), the diocese will be represented in the selection of the appointee and priority given to those who are committed to wider diocesan leadership training and development.
3. As monitoring group funds are limited and short term, the parish will need to demonstrate its ability meet any continuing costs after Diocesan funding ceases.
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
