Penitential Order

During the season

of Lent, we begin our

Eucharist services

with what is called “The Penitential Order.” This order

of worship is particularly appropriate for Lent or other
occasions that call for reflection and repentance. When the
penitential order is used, the Confession, which normally
follows the Prayers of the People, is front-loaded to the start
of the service. This pattern has its origins in the medieval
liturgy, where, in what is sometimes called “The Prayers of
Preparation,” the priest and the servers would confess to
each other before approaching the altar. (In these prayers,
the priest or server would confess the sins made “by my
fault, by my own fault, by my own most grievous fault” —
or, in Latin, “mea culpa, mea culpa, mea maxima culpa.”)
Moving the Confession to the beginning of the liturgy
shapes everything that follows; it is a vivid reminder of the
call to repentance and return that is at the heart of this
holy season.

Part of the Penitential Order is the recitation of the
Decalogue, or as we more familiarly call it, the Ten
Commandments. Beginning in the 17th century, it was
obligatory to post the Ten Commandments, along with the
Lord’s Prayer and the Apostles’ Creed, in church buildings;
you can still see these three foundational texts on the walls
of many American colonial parishes. The recitation of the
Decalogue used to be a regular part of Episcopal services; in
some of our older prayer books it was done once a month,
or even once a Sunday. Now it is part of this optional
penitential rite, intended as a reinforcement of what the
Godly Play curriculum calls the “Ten Best Ways” to love
God with all our heart and soul and mind and to love our
neighbor as ourselves.

THE SECOND LESSON | Romans 4:1-3, 13-17

What then are we to say was gained by Abraham, our ancestor according to the flesh? For if Abraham was justified
by works, he has something to boast about, but not before God. For what does the scripture say? “Abraham believed
God, and it was reckoned to him as righteousness.” Now to one who works, wages are not reckoned as a gift but

as something due. But to one who without works trusts him who justifies the ungodly, such faith is reckoned as
righteousness.

For the promise that he would inherit the world did not come to Abraham or to his descendants through the law
but through the righteousness of faith. If it is the adherents of the law who are to be the heirs, faith is null and the
promise is void. For the law brings wrath; but where there is no law, neither is there violation.

For this reason it depends on faith, in order that the promise may rest on grace and be guaranteed to all his
descendants, not only to the adherents of the law but also to those who share the faith of Abraham (for he is the
father of all of us, as it is written, “I have made you the father of many nations”)—in the presence of the God in whom



he believed, who gives life to the dead and calls into existence the things that do not exist.
