1. UBER (HIGHLY RECOMMENDED)
-How to use UBER-
» Download UBER app to your cell phone. First, tap to set your pickup location. Request your ride and
a driver will accept. Enter the address or name of your destination. After pickup, we show the driver
where you’re going and will show you the route and ETA.
2. MTA NYC Subway & Bus Service (Cheapest & Quickest way to travel around the City)
-How to use the Subway-
» At most Subway Stations you can purchase a $1 Metro Card valid for subway and MTA Bus. Cost:
$2.75 for one trip. Express buses cost $6.75 ( Cost could be subject to change )
