7:00am – 8:30am Breakfast -

9:15am Departure - 

o Start bringing your luggage to the bus by 8:45am  
o Don’t forget anything, for we will not be returning to the hotel after departing 
o Boarding starts at 9:00am and the bus will depart by 9:15am   

 
10:00am DAR Museum or more time at the National Mall - 

o We will be visiting the DAR Museum, a decorative arts museum. It collects furnishing, ceramics, 
class, textiles, and household items that were made and used in America through the early 20th 
century. You will see 31 period rooms (each arranged to look like a different time and place in 
American history), a main gallery with an exhibit that changes annually, and a study gallery 
where you get close to the museum objects.   

o Free time to visit your favorite places in DC where we’ll be dropping off at the National Mall 
where the American & Natural History, Air and Space, National Gallery of Art, Botanical Gardens 
to name a few are located including the Washington Monument.   
 

12:30pm White House Visitor Center-
