What would your parents say if you asked them, “Why do
you love me?” What if your parents told you they loved
you because you were so good at sports BUT then you
lose the championship game and you never become a
professional athlete? What if your parents told you they
loved you because you were so smart BUT then you failed
a test at school? What if your parents told you they loved
you because you’re so beautiful BUT then you trip and fall
on your face and bust your nose, and get a black eye and
you look all messed up? 

If your parents loved you because you were good at
something then you’d always be scared of losing their love
because we’re not always good - we fail all the time! The
good news is your parents love you because they love you
and that’s awesome news! 

So why do you think God loves you? The Old Testament
book of Hosea says God loves you because HE LOVES
YOU like family! God knows you’re a failure because of
your sin. He doesn’t love you because you’re perfect and
good. He loves you because he has set his love on you.
And how do you know how much he loves you and always
will love you? Because of Jesus. You know God loves you
because God sent his Son to live and die for you on the
cross while we were still sinners in order to save us
forever to be with him forever! That is the best awesomest
news!!!
