God reveals himself and his work and speaks to us his people through his Word. 
 
1 When Jesus had finished all these sayings, he said to his disciples, 
2 “You know that after two days the Passover is coming, and the Son 
of Man will be delivered up to be crucified.” 
 
3 Then the chief priests and the elders of the people gathered in the 
palace of the high priest, whose name was Caiaphas, 4 and plotted 
together in order to arrest Jesus by stealth and kill him. 5 But they 
said, “Not during the feast, lest there be an uproar among the 
people.” 
 
6 Now when Jesus was at Bethany in the house of Simon the leper, 7 
a woman came up to him with an alabaster flask of very expensive 
ointment, and she poured it on his head as he reclined at table. 8 And 
when the disciples saw it, they were indignant, saying, “Why this 
waste? 9 For this could have been sold for a large sum and given to 
the poor.” 10 But Jesus, aware of this, said to them, “Why do you 
trouble the woman? For she has done a beautiful thing to me. 11 For 
you always have the poor with you, but you will not always have me. 
12 In pouring this ointment on my body, she has done it to prepare 
me for burial. 13 Truly, I say to you, wherever this gospel is 
proclaimed in the whole world, what she has done will also be told in 
memory of her.” 
 
14 Then one of the twelve, whose name was Judas Iscariot, went to 
the chief priests 15 and said, “What will you give me if I deliver him 
over to you?” And they paid him thirty pieces of silver. 16 And from 
that moment he sought an opportunity to betray him.

Sacrament of Communion 
Sacraments are visible signs of the invisible grace of God - what Christ does by his 
Holy Spirit within us. Communion (also called the Lord’s Supper or the Eucharist), as 
the distribution of the elements of bread and wine, symbolizes a meal. Communion is 
a sign of fellowship. That sign signifies more than just the future heavenly fellowship 
that is to come. The outward sign signifies the inner reality that sinners already 
experience fellowship with God in the Spirit because of Jesus. Communion is not a 
meal for good people. It functions as a renewing seal to desperate sinners of that 
fellowship we have with our holy and gracious God. 
 
You will be invited to come forward. If you are not a Christian we encourage you to 
spend this time in reflection on what you’ve seen and heard in the worship. Children 
who have not received their first communion are welcome and encouraged to come 
forward with their families to witness their partaking. We invite children who are 
ready to make a public profession of faith in Christ to arrange a meeting with the 
elders, and thus become “communicants” at the Lord’s Table.

Pastor: The gifts of God for the people of God.

All 
communion wine is made from  grape juice. 
 
A communion prayer for those searching for the truth: 
Lord Jesus, you claim to be the way, the truth and the life. If what you claim is 
true, please guide me, teach me, and open to me the reality of who you are. 
Give me the ability to follow you no matter what it might cost me. Give me an 
understanding for you that is coherent, convincing, and leads to the life that 
you promise.
