Why do your parents teach you about being thankful? Have y’all ever
gotten a present for your birthday or for Christmas and you tear off the
wrapping paper and you’re super excited and everyone is looking at you
and they’re excited for you and you open it up and the present is kind of
lame because it’s not what you wanted. And your face says it all - you’re
not excited anymore, you’re not happy. And what do your parents make
you say? They look at you and command you: “Say thank you!” And you
may not say it but you’re thinking, “Why? This not what I asked for and I
was really specific about what I did ask for.” 

Do you know why parents want you to say thanks for a gift you don’t
want? Because we know that saying “thank you” will actually help you be
more thankful. 

It’s why the church includes a prayer of thanksgiving; it’s why we read
Scripture together and then we all say together, “Thanks be to God.” Even
your parents, us adults have got to tell each other - “Say thank you to
God.”

In Ephesians 1:15-23, Paul is going to tell the church that he is so thankful
for them and all how God has saved them and all that God is doing in the
world through them. 

You were made to be thankful and giving thanks is good for you. And
what do we have to be most thankful for? Jesus living and dying for us. 

And what do you think Jesus will say when you meet him in heaven and
you say to him, “I’m thankful for you?” He he will say right back to you, “I’m
thankful for you.” Before he went to the cross Jesus thanked God the
Father that he got to go to the cross because it meant he got to save you
and he’s thankful he has you because he loves you.
