SUBJECT: A Resolution to Renew the Commercial Property, Commercial General Liability,
and Workers' Compensation Policies for the 2026 Year.

WHEREAS: The Cheyenne and Arapaho Tribes are a federally recognized Indian tribe organized
pursuant to a Constitution approved by tribal membership on April 4, 2006 and
approved by the Secretary of the Interior; and

WHEREAS: Article VI, Section 5(a) of the Constitution provides that Legislative power shall’
reside with the Legislature; and

WHEREAS: Article VI, Section 5(a) of the Constitution grants the Legislature the “power to
make all laws and resolutions in accordance with the Constitution which are
necessary and proper for the good of the Tribes;” and

WHEREAS: Article VI, Section 5(a) of the Constitution requires “Laws and resolutions which
have been enacted shall remain valid until amended or repealed;” and

WHEREAS: The Legislature has the Constitutional obligation and public responsibility to the
Tribes to oversee the Tribes’ operations in order to establish and promote justice,
establish guidance and direction for the government and advance the general
welfare of the Tribes; and

WHEREAS: The Cheyenne and Arapaho Tribes Legislature finds a need for the renewal of the

insurance policies including the Commercial Property, Commercial General
Liability, and Workers’ Compensation policies to be effective March 1, 2026
through February 28, 2027 to insure coverage for all tribal and casino property,
general liability, and workers compensation, etc.; and
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WHEREAS: The Tribes have reviewed proposals from the current insurance carrier and from
Amerind Risk (represented by the broker Arthur J. Gallagher & Co.) and have determined that the
Tribes will be best served by the different carriers presented by Arthur J. Gallagher & Co.; and

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED the Eleventh Legislature of the Cheyenne and

Arapaho Tribes hereby affirms that the policies shall be reviewed and renewed on an annual basis;
and

BE IT FURTHER THEREFORE RESOLVED the Eleventh Legislature of the Cheyenne and
Arapaho Tribes hereby authorizes Governor Reggie Wassana to sign the 2026 insurance renewal
packages for the Tribes and Casino which includes the Commercial Property, Commercial General
Liability, and Workers’ Compensation policies with Amerind Risk and their broker Arthur J.

Pursuant to Article VI, Section 7, subsection (a)(iv) of the Tribes Constitution reads in part: “All
Bills passed by the Legislature shall be presented to the Governor for signature or veto. All laws
shall take effect thirty days after signature by the Governor or veto override by the Legislature
unless any Member of the Tribes submits to the Coordinator of the Office of Tribal Council a
petition signed by at least one hundred fifty Members of the Tribal Council seeking to repeal the
law or resolution at the next Tribal Council meeting. If the Tribal Council fails to repeal such law
or resolution at the next Tribal Council where the matter has been properly placed on the agenda
for the Tribal Council meeting, such law or resolution shall become effective immediately.”

Pursuant to Article VII, Section 4, subsection (g) of the Tribes Constitution reads: “The Governor
shall have the power to sign any enactment passed by the Legislature into law or to veto any
enactment passed by the Legislature within ten days of passage with a written explanation of any
objections; and if the Govemnor takes no action within ten days, then the enactment shall become
law in accordance with this Constitution.”
