Happy New Year, 
Welcome to 2018 and another year 

of motorcycling bliss in the best country in the world for 
long distance touring. Some might disagree but when you 
think of the freedoms we have in our country compared to 
the restrictions, costs, surveillance and congestion road 
users endure in other countries we aren’t in a bad pad-
dock. About the only gripe I have is with high tempera-
tures during an Australian summer. I do most of my riding 
between March and November and although (like most 
sensible people) I dislike minus degrees, it find it much 
more enjoyable to rug up in good quality riding gear and 
enjoy touring in colder weather. Not only is it more com-
fortable to rug up than to swelter in riding gear in summer, 
the air cooled twins I own tend to run better too. When I 
feel the need to go for a run during summer I’m up at 5am 
on either Saturday or Sunday and get out of Sydney before 
the traffic jams start and try to be back before midday. 
When I was in London recently I checked out some bike 
shops and found the quality of their winter riding gear su-
perb. The good jackets are made from really good water-
proof material (nothing like our Dri Rider sieve jackets) 
with high collars with wide Velcro straps that seal the col-
lar up high under your helmet so the water doesn’t trickle 
down the back of your neck. Compared to the excellent 
(but pricey) BMW jackets they are very reasonably priced. 
Of course, living in England means you have to be a lot 
more hard core due to the climate and their gear reflects 
that need. Pointless having that level of jacket here (along 
with electric vests and such) since a typical winder’s day in 
Australia would seem like a balmy cool day to the average 
Pom bike rider. 
I’m embarrassed to say that I own six bike jackets and 
four sets of riding trousers, each bought to address a 

shortcoming in the previous one. The current favourite is 
the RST Paragon 5. It has zips in the front, rear and sleeves 
that let in fresh air and a high collar that you can zip out 
during summer and store in the map pocket in the back of 
the jacket. In addition it’s a bit more conspicuous than the 
average rider’s black on black gear without going down the 
road of wearing a hi-viz vest. What I don’t get (and maybe 
someone can explain) why the waterproofing on today’s 
jackets is a membrane that zips into the inside so that your 
jacket and its contents get soaked as the moisture pene-
trates the jacket as far as the waterproof liner. Also, it’s 
usually far too hot to wear the liner all the time and do you 
really want to get into a rainstorm before stopping and 
spending ten minutes fitting and zipping in the membrane? 
Until someone comes up with real waterproof material for a 
jacket I’ll continue the old school tradition of carrying plastic 
rainproof over-jacket, pants and mitts in a bundle in my 
pannier. 
If anyone would like to share their experiences with riding 
gear I’d be interested in getting your take on what you like 
and what you hate!
