Sinulog is a dance ritual in honor of the miraculous image of the Santo Nifio. The traditional

i time Sinulog is celebrated is the third Sunday in January. The city of Cebu celebrates this

% biggest and most colorful event and it is known worldwide, bringing in visitors nationally
and internationally.

Historians say the Portuguese navigator, Ferdinand Magellan, came to Cebu on April 7, 1521. He planted a cross on its shore and claimed

the country for the King of Spain. Magellan introduced Christianity to the people of Cebu and gave the Santo Nifio (image of the Christ

child) as a baptismal gift to Hara Amihan, wife of Cebu’s Rajah Humabon. Hara was later named Queen Juana.

Forty-four years later, Miguel Lopez de Legaspi arrived in Cebu, bombarding the village. In one of the burning huts, a soldier found a
wooden box containing the image of the Santo Nifio unharmed. Since then and to this day, the people of Cebu have been dancing the
Sinulog as a sign of reverence to the Santo Nifio, which is now enshrined at the San Augustin Church (renamed Basilica Minore del Santo
Nifio).

It is during this time we offer our prayers of Thanksgiving for all the blessings we have received. Please come and join us as we honor
the Holy Infant of Jesus, Sunday, January 18th, beginning with Mass at 3pm at St. Dominic Catholic Church.
