	Ball point pen:  blue or black ink (2-3);   red (1-2)

	Pencil pouch to fit in 3 ring binder 

	Optional:  white-out liquid or pen

	7-10th English:  Composition Book  

English Grade 9 needs to obtain a library card from the Findlay-Hancock Co. Public Library - before school begins. 

	Three ring binder/notebook or something to hold paper (dividers may be beneficial)

	Grades 7-12 ART:  Sketch pad, black pen, pencil, large eraser

These items need to be for art class only.  Other items may be needed during the year.



	Math:  7-12th unless indicated otherwise

   Expo black white board marker (off brands do not erase well)

   Colored pens (ballpoint-NO gel)-6 to 8 different colors
   Tabs: 11-13 per student (tabs only not dividers)
   8-12th: 100 page college ruled composition book (not spiral) for math only
   8-12th:  1 Package loose-leaf graph paper (not spiral or tear out)

Geometry only:  Compass/protractor (recommended metal compass & 4” protractor)

   7th-8th: 12 inch standard/metric ruler 

	Science: 7th-12th Composition notebook(all classes except anatomy)
