	INTRODUCTION: 
We are trying to ensure that as many parishes in the Holy Land as possible receive cards, so please could you let Canon Mark Madden (m.madden@rcaol.org.uk ) or Justine (j.silcock@rcaol.org.uk ) know which parishes in the Holy Land  your parish sent cards to. Thank you
Cards can take at least a month to reach their destination, so please send these as early as possible

	PROCEDURE IN BRIEF:  
1. Explain the system to your parishioners
2. From the address list, choose which Holy Land parishes you want to send greetings to
3. Canon Mark Madden suggests each parish just sends one large card to each of their chosen Holy Land parishes rather than multiple cards. The card can then be displayed in each of the parishes and it has a better chance of it being delivered than a huge bunch of cards.
4. Inside the large card, write the name of your parish and the parish email address and also include some details e.g. whether your parish is rural, suburban, city centre etc. This will help those receiving the card to understand where the card has come from and why it has been sent.
5. Arrange a time for the signing of the card e.g. after all Masses over a chosen weekend.
6. Address the envelope to the chosen Holy Land parish – but do not post it directly to the parish but instead package and send to the appropriate office in the Holy Land for more reliable distribution. (Cards sent directly to parishes can take several months to arrive)
7. For parishes in:
a. PALESTINE & ISRAEL Post all the cards together to the office in Jerusalem. 
b. JORDAN Post all cards to the office in Amman

The Latin Patriarchate of Jerusalem was established in 1099, after the First Crusade.  When the Holy City fell to Saladin in 1187, the Patriarchate was transferred to Acre, and Cyprus, and finally to Rome.
 
After more than six centuries, in 1847, Pope Pius IX restored the Latin Patriarchate of Jerusalem.   

Today, the patriarchal diocese has about 70,000 members in four states: Israel, the Palestinian Authority, Jordan and Cyprus. 
It covers a mosaic of cultures, languages, religions and traditions.
