Beginning on Wednesday 8 April (17:00) and concluding Sunday 12 April (14:00), the FCJ's are
inviting all young adults (20's and 30's) to a walking retreat to the Holy Island of Lindisfarne,
a tidal island off the coast of Northeast England.
