Introduction

St Joseph Catholic Multi Academy Trust was established in 
2021 and is now fully established. The Trust exists to provide 
expert support to its growing family of Catholic acadamies.

The Trust is 
highly ambitious for all of the children across its academies 
and has developed an evidence-informed improvement 
strategy, which brings together the latest research into 
pedagogy and curriculum. 

The Trust’s ‘Reading Guarantee’ ensures that every child 
learns to read through systematic synthetic phonics and 
chooses to read frequently for pleasure. A Trust curriculum 
has been developed in partnership with external 
organisations such as Ark Curriculum Plus, which reflects the 
Board’s vision for excellence.
