... At this year’s Home Team Harvest event 
hosted by Northwest Harvest, the Muckle-
shoot Tribe contributed $50,000 to support 
hunger relief efforts across the region. Coun-
cilmembers Virginia Cross and Anita Mitch-
ell attended the event on behalf of the Tribe.

Muckleshoot has partnered with North-
west Harvest for nearly 25 years support-
ing efforts to address hunger and food ac-
cess for families throughout King County. 
The tribe also contributes to food banks 
and hunger relief programs throughout 
the year recognizing that access to food is 
foundational to health dignity and com-
munity wellbeing.

As Seattle’s Host Tribe Muckleshoot con-
tinues to step forward in caring for people 
beyond their own community. The $50,000 
donation reflects both a long standing 
partnership and an ongoing commitment 
to taking care of people today and for fu-
ture generations.

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SEATTLE — On Dec. 16 Muckleshoot Indi-
an Tribe hosted Indigenous Peoples’ Night 
with the Seattle Kraken at the Climate 
Pledge Arena. It was a reminder that Na-
tive peoples are still here.

Members representing the Muckleshoot 
Canoe Family opened the night with song, 
welcoming fans and setting the tone for 
the evening. The opening reflected the 
continued presence of Indigenous culture 
and community in this region.

The night was part of Muckleshoot’s ongo-
ing partnership with the Seattle Kraken, 
which has created space for Indigenous 

visibility and representation in profes-
sional sports. Hosting Indigenous Peoples’ 
Night continues that work and strength-
ens the relationship between the Tribe 
and the organization.

For Muckleshoot, hosting the night meant 
showing up in a public space and being 
visible. It was an opportunity to acknowl-
edge the Tribe’s connection to this place 
and to remind the broader community 
that Native people remain present today.

The event brought Indigenous presence 
into Climate Pledge Arena in a visible and 
meaningful way.

Muckleshoot Vice Chairman John Dan-
iels Jr. joined local and regional leaders 
at King County Councilmember Pete von 
Reichbauer’s Good Eggs Breakfast to hear 
updates on flood control efforts and other 
regional issues.

The featured speaker was Michelle Clark, 
executive director of the King County Flood 
Control District, who shared an update and 
participated in a question-and-answer dis-
cussion. Mayors from Auburn, Kent and Al-
gona also provided brief updates.

Also in attendance were newly elected 
King County Councilmember Stefanie 
Fain, Auburn Mayor Nancy Backus, Kent 
Mayor Dana Ralph, Algona Mayor Troy 
Linnell, Auburn City Councilmember 
Hanan Amer and Federal Way City Coun-
cilmember Mike Park.

The breakfast provided an opportunity 
for Tribal, county and city leaders to con-
nect and stay engaged on issues affecting 
communities throughout King County.

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. . . Located on the 19th floor of the resort, 
Smoke & Cedar is known for its Pacific 
Northwest focused menu. 

Tacoma City Ballet donated 250 tickets on 
Dec. 12, to members of the Muckleshoot 
Tribal community offering families and 
youth the opportunity to experience ballet 
and the performing arts together.

The donation reflects a desire to build 
stronger relationships with Native com-
munities and to create opportunities for 
Indigenous families to experience the 
arts. Under the leadership of Erin Ceragi-
oli, executive and artistic director of Taco-
ma City Ballet and director of the Tacoma 
City Ballet School, the organization con-
tinues to explore ways to expand access 
and participation.

Ceragioli has shared her respect for Indig-
enous history in ballet and her admira-
tion for the legacy of Maria Tallchief, the 
first Native American prima ballerina and 
one of The Five Moons who helped shape 
American ballet. Inspired by that history, 
she introduced an annual Indigenous Peo-

ples’ Night during The Nutcracker in 2024 
with the hope of encouraging Indigenous 
youth and families to see themselves re-
flected in the art form and to consider par-
ticipating in ballet.

In addition to the ticket donation, Tacoma 
City Ballet has begun offering free ballet 
classes to Indigenous youth who are in-
terested in learning the art form, help-
ing remove financial barriers and create 

welcoming entry points. Ceragioli often 
speaks to the lifelong value of ballet, em-
phasizing that it teaches discipline, per-
severance, and confidence qualities that 
stay with students throughout their lives.

Through these efforts, Tacoma City Ballet 
continues to open doors, build relation-
ships, and support access to the arts in 
ways that are respectful, intentional, and 
community focused.
