Course Description:

This course offers a thematic and linguistic study of selected surahs from Juz
‘Amma, focusing on their core messages, spiritual guidance, and literary beauty:.
Students explore major themes such as divine mercy and reassurance, moral
responsibility, the Hereafter, and the shaping of a believer’s character while
engaging with key vocabulary, rhetorical devices, and perspectives from classical
tafsir. Designed for students at any stage of their studies, the class aims to deepen
both understanding and personal reflection on some of the Quran’s most
powerful and frequently recited passages.

Hardcover and digital copies are provided for every subject, as
well as necessary answer keys and supplemental readings.

POWERPOINTS

topics and information needed to complete the program.

COURSE NOTES

At the end of sessions, notes are provided for select course subjects. Notes are a
great way to review course material for upcoming exams.

RECORDINGS

All classes will be recorded and available after class in a video library on the
student portal. Students will have lifetime access to the recordings.

TESTING AND EXAMS

Students will be required to take online midterms and final exams for each course
subject. Passing grades will be required in order to obtain course credit. Multiple
chances may be available for each exam. Course grades will be recorded on each
student transcript.
