This class explores

the significance of these Divine addresses, examining how revelation is

conveyed through the Prophet صلى الله عليه وسلم and what it teaches us about faith, clarity,

and conveying truth in our own lives.

Recognize the role of “Qul” verses in conveying Allah’s message.

Identify key themes such as tawḥīd, guidance, and responding to doubts.

Apply these lessons to strengthen faith and communication.

Differentiate between the core theological positions of various sects

and schools within Islam.

Engage with discussions on ikhtilāf with respect and an appreciation

for the scholarly tradition of Ahl al-Sunnah.
