CHARACTER OF SERVICE

Outdoor lighting consisting of the installation of an outdoor lighting unit with an arm
extension supporting an overhead lamp, diffuser and controlled by a photoelectric cell.

(d) If the Member requires an additional pole, a charge of $2.50 per month will be
applied. If more than one (1) additional pole is required, the Cooperative will
provide each such pole or poles and related facilities for the sum of $50.00 each.

HOURS OF LIGHTING

All lamps shall burn from approximately one-half hour after sunset until approximately one-
half hour before sunrise every night and all night, burning approximately 4,000 hours per
annum.

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TERM OF CONTRACT

The minimum term of any contract hereunder shall be for one (1) year from the date service
is made available.

OWNERSHIP OF FACILITIES

All facilities necessary for service, including fixtures, controls, poles transformers,
secondaries, lamps and other appurtenances, shall be owned and maintained by the
Cooperative. All service and necessary maintenance will be performed only during the
regularly scheduled hours of the Cooperative. The Cooperative shall be allowed 48 hours
after notification by the member to replace all burned-out lamps.
