Helpful Background


Reconciliation 
Reconciliation means restoring a broken relationship. In this passage, Paul 
emphasizes that God took the initiative to restore our relationship with Him 
through Christ, and now invites us into that same work with others.


Christ’s Ambassadors 
An ambassador represents the authority, character, and message of another 
kingdom. Paul is saying believers don’t just believe the gospel—we represent 
Christ and His kingdom wherever we go.


“God Making His Appeal Through Us” 
This phrase captures both divine power and human participation. God is the one 
at work, yet He chooses to express His grace, mercy, and love through the lives 
and actions of His people.
