Helpful background Info


Bezalel & Oholiab  
These are the craftsmen God specifically chose and equipped to build the 
tabernacle. Their calling shows that God values skill, creativity, and specific 
vocations.


Filled with the Spirit  
Bezalel is one of the first people described as being filled with the Spirit of God, 
not for preaching, but for skilled work showing that all work can be Spirit-
empowered.


Sanctification  
God says, “I am the Lord who sanctifies you” (v. 13). This reinforces that 
holiness is ultimately God’s work, not something earned through effort.

How does God connect His Spirit to practical skills and craftsmanship? (Exodus 
31:3, 6)

What reasons does God give for keeping the Sabbath? (Exodus 31:13, 17)
