The Bible tells us that when someone repents of their sin, 
there is rejoicing in all of heaven (Luke 15:10). Jesus began 
His public ministry calling for repentance: “The time has 
come,” he said. “The kingdom of God has come near. 
Repent and believe the good news!” (Mark 1: 14-15) Godly 
grief produces repentance that leads to salvation. (2 
Corinthians 7:10)  

Here at Camp Carl, we ask all of our campers to fill out a 
“Fan the Flame” card which allows them to tell us if they 
have made that life-changing decision, or any other spiritual 
choices. And, oh how we rejoice when campers repent and 
follow Jesus!  

Fan the Flame cards are given to the campers the last night 
of their stay. The cards ask them to indicate what they 
learned at camp, decisions they made and why, and what 
their hope after camp is. Campers then give these letters to 
a trusted parent or mentor who will encourage them in their 
faith decisions.  

Here are a few examples of decisions made at camp last 
summer: 

“As a result of what I’ve learned, I’ve decided to read the 
Bible and praise God more often. Here is why I made my 
decision: because He spoke to me this week and I have 
decided to accept Him.” – 12-year-old camper 

“This week at Camp Carl I learned to put all of my hope and 
faith in Jesus and lean on him during hard times.”                  
– 14-year-old camper 

“My hope after camp is to try and work better as a team 
and try and put God first over other things.” – 10-year-old 
camper 

“My hope after camp is to study more about the Bible and 
hope to come back.” – 10-year-old camper
