	Actions

	Mobility supports and ensuring all meeting locations are physically accessible. 
	

	ASL Interpreters. 
	

	A meeting assistant to help take notes and provide agenda support. 
	

	A way to ensure the person can signal they want to talk during group conversations. Especially important for people who are soft spoken, have processing differences, anxiety, etc. 
	

	Note taking software. 
	

	Pre-meetings to go over issues that will be discussed at the meeting.
	

	Plain Language minutes and data analysis.
