These 
levels are Kabinett  ( l ight and cr isp) ,  Spät lese ( late harvest,  often with 
more sweetness) ,  Auslese (selected bunches for higher sugar content) , 
Beerenauslese (made from indiv idual ly selected overr ipe grapes) ,  and 
Trockenbeerenauslese ( f rom grapes affected by noble rot,  result ing in 
intensely sweet wines) .  Addit ional ly,  the designat ion Große Gewächs 
(GG) refers to the highest qual i ty dry wines from classi f ied v ineyards, 
emphasiz ing the premium nature of  these offer ings. This classi f icat ion 
system ensures that wine enthusiasts can easi ly ident i fy the sty le and 
sweetness level  of  the Riesl ing,  making i t  a favor i te among wine lovers 
worldwide.

Austr ian wines, part icular ly Grüner Velt l iner and Riesl ing from the Wa-
chau region, are celebrated for their  e legance and expressive terroir. 
Grüner Velt l iner,  the f lagship grape of Austr ia,  is  known for i ts v ibrant 
acidi ty and dist inct ive f lavors of  green apple,  white pepper,  and ci t rus, 
often with a character ist ic mineral i ty that ref lects the region’s l ime-
stone and slate soi ls.  The Wachau, recognized as a UNESCO World 
Her i tage si te,  produces both tradit ional  and modern sty les of  Grüner 
Velt l iner,  ranging from cr isp, dry Federspiel  wines to the more complex 
and concentrated Smaragd wines. Riesl ing from the Wachau is equal ly 
noteworthy,  exhibi t ing f loral  aromatics,  stone frui t  notes,  and a remark-
able balance of acidi ty and sweetness.

Pr imari ly 
known as a red wine region, Piemonte is part icular ly famous for i ts two 
noble wines: Barolo and Barbaresco, both crafted from the esteemed 
Nebbiolo grape. The name Nebbiolo is der ived from nebbia,  the fog 
that often envelops the v ineyards of the Langhe and Monferrato hi l ls , 
where 90% of Piemonte’s wines are produced. These wines are robust 
and ful l-bodied, with Barolo and Barbaresco being especial ly renowned 
for their  longevity and aging potent ia l .  Whi le Barolo and Barbaresco 
capture the spot l ight,  the most widely cult ivated grapes in Piemonte 
are Barbera and Dolcetto.  These var iet ies produce prominent red wines 
that are dry but softer and less tannic than their  Nebbiolo counterparts, 
making them ideal  for  ear l ier  consumption. Together,  they ref lect the 
r ich tapestry of  Piemonte’s winemaking tradit ion,  offer ing a diverse ar-
ray of  sty les and f lavors for wine enthusiasts to explore.
