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WHITE WINES OF GERMANY
Riesling

German Riesling is renowned for its exceptional quality and versatility,
showcasing a wide range of styles from dry to sweet. The quality clas-
sification of German Riesling is structured primarily into two catego-
ries: Qualitatswein and Pradikatswein. Qualitatswein is a quality wine
that comes from specific wine regions, while Pradikatswein, or QmP
(Qualitatswein mit Prédikat), represents the highest quality tier and
includes several levels based on the grape ripeness at harvest. These
levels are Kabinett (light and crisp), Spéatlese (late harvest, often with
more sweetness), Auslese (selected bunches for higher sugar content),
Beerenauslese (made from individually selected overripe grapes), and
Trockenbeerenauslese (from grapes affected by noble rot, resulting in
intensely sweet wines). Additionally, the designation GroBe Gewé&chs
(GG) refers to the highest quality dry wines from classified vineyards,
emphasizing the premium nature of these offerings. This classification
system ensures that wine enthusiasts can easily identify the style and
sweetness level of the Riesling, making it a favorite among wine lovers
worldwide.

The Wachau, recognized as a UNESCO World
Heritage site, produces both traditional and modern styles of Griner
Veltliner, ranging from crisp, dry Federspiel wines to the more complex
and concentrated Smaragd wines. Riesling from the Wachau is equally
noteworthy, exhibiting floral aromatics, stone fruit notes, and a remark-
able balance of acidity and sweetness. The region’s unique climate and
meticulous vineyard practices contribute to the high quality and char-
acter of these wines, making them highly sought after by connoisseurs
and collectors alike.

PIEDMONT

The largest wine region in Italy, Piemonte, meaning “Foot of the Moun-
tain,” is aptly named for its stunning location at the base of the ma-
jestic Alps. Ranking seventh in wine production volume among ltalian
regions, Piemonte is celebrated for producing some of the finest wines
in the country. It boasts nearly Fifty DOC and DOCG zones, more than
any other region, highlighting its diverse winemaking heritage. Primarily
known as a red wine region, Piemonte is particularly famous for its two
noble wines: Barolo and Barbaresco, both crafted from the esteemed
Nebbiolo grape. The name Nebbiolo is derived from nebbia, the fog
that often envelops the vineyards of the Langhe and Monferrato hills,
where 90% of Piemonte’s wines are produced. These wines are robust
and full-bodied, with Barolo and Barbaresco being especially renowned
for their longevity and aging potential. While Barolo and Barbaresco
capture the spotlight, the most widely cultivated grapes in Piemonte
are Barbera and Dolcetto. These varieties produce prominent red wines
that are dry but softer and less tannic than their Nebbiolo counterparts,
making them ideal for earlier consumption. Together, they reflect the
rich tapestry of Piemonte’s winemaking tradition, offering a diverse ar-
ray of styles and flavors for wine enthusiasts to explore.

Barbaresco is one of Italy’s finest wines, made from the Nebbiolo grape
in the village of Barbaresco in the Langhe Hills. Initially dry and tan-
nic, these wines gain complexity with age. They must be aged in wood-
en barrels for at least two years before release, with Riserva requiring
three years. This aging process softens the tannins and acidity, result-
ing in a well-balanced wine that offers a captivating and evolving tast-
ing experience.

One of ltaly’s greatest red wines, Brunello is a clone of Sangiovese from the
vineyards around the town of Montalcino, south of Sienna. It makes a rich, dry
and powerful full-bodied red wine capable of aging for many years in the best
vintages. Beginning with the 97 vintage, all Brunello is aged for a minimum

of 5 years, two years in the barrel. Prior to the ’97 vintage, the wine had to be
barrel-aged for at least three and a half years, which many producers felt
robbed the wines of some of the fruit character and left the wines overly tan-
nic and rustic in style. A Brunello bearing the label “Riserva” must see at least
6 years of age before release.

While Bolgheri has become the darling of Italian wine fashion nearby
Morellino di Scansano DOCG in Maremma is located in the extreme South of
Toscana on the border with Lazio. The climate is warmer than in Northern Tos-
cana and produces richer, more powerfull wines. Sangiovese does better here
than in Bolgheri, but it is also warm enough to ripen cabernet sauvignon.
